III. Questions about each section (group work)16’ One students asks other students questions in the group.

Students give the answers while listening to the tape section by section.

IV. Language points (pair work) 21’

4) ---direct one’s efforts or interest towards, devote or apply oneself to 

e.g ---He turned to the study and practice of medicine at twenty.
