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Teaching Aims:

1. Warming-up to arouse the students’ imagination.

2. Do some listening to train the students’ listening ability.

3. Learn how to describe objects.

Teaching Important Points:

1. Improve the students’ listening ability.

2. Master the expressions for describing objects.

Teaching Difficult Point:

How to describe object correctly.

Teaching Methods:

1. Free-talk method and warming-up to arouse the students’ imagination.

2. Listening activity to have the students go through the listening material.

Teaching Procedures

  Step 1. Greetings

        Greet the whole class as usual.

  Step 2. Lead-in

1. Show the class some pictures and get them to talk freely about modern technology.

2. Show a simple drawing on the slide and get them to imagine what it is to see how creative they are. 
Step 3. Warming-up

        Read the instructions to the class, then do warming-up exercises one by one to see who is more creative in class.

Step 4. Pre-listening

        Do a guessing game with the whole class. Describe 2 or 3 thing and let the students guess what they are.
Step 5. Listening

1. Read the instructions aloud and make sure the students know what to do.

2. Play the tape twice for the students to listen to and get them to finish the exercises on the slide.

3. Encourage the students to think of more uses of the things described in the tape.

 Step 6. Speaking 
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1. Go through the instructions with the whole class.

2. Teacher and some student give an example of describing and guessing things.

3. Show the tip sentences on the slide and get the students to practise describing and guessing things in pairs.

4. Finally, get several pairs of students to act out in front of class.

 Step 7. Summary 

1. Draw a conclusion using a famous saying.

2. Share the song “Whatever will be ” with the class.

 Homework:

    Get the students to make up a dialogue with their partner, using the expressions for describing objects.
